Preparing students for College, Wor

One of the goals at Kamiakin is
preparing all students for college,
work and citizenship. With the
intent of building this aspect in
our courses, we have engaged in
numerous discussions around
what it means to be prepared for
college. Research shows us that
college readiness can be broken
down into three different subcat-
egories. college aware, college
eligible and college prepared.

Being aware of the need for col-
lege is something that all
Kennewick schools have been
emphasizing. Students in our
middle schools participate in the
CollegeEd curriculum. After par-
ticipating in that curriculum, 88%
of middle school students indi-
cate that they plan on attending
college after high school. Being
aware of college as an option
also requires families to think
about how to fund college. The
Higher Education Coordinating
Board has made scholarships
available to all students who
qualify for free and reduced lunch
and meet other minimal qualifica-
tions. For more information you
can look online at http://
www.hecb.wa.gov/index.asp.

Students who are college ready
can cope with and understand
what is expected in a college
course. They are ready for the
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rigor of the content knowledge
that is presented and can take
away from the course the key
intellectual lessons. The cognitive
skills that colleges are looking for
include intellectual curiosity,
inquisitiveness, analysis of com-
plex problems, reasoning skills,
ability to interpret data, being
precise and accurate and prob-
lem solving. Our teachers are
working at intentionally empha-
sizing these skills in all classes.

One way that Kamiakin is pro-
moting college awareness and
preparedness is by intentionally
eliminating barriers to the PSAT.
Again, this year every sophomore
and every junior will have an
opportunity to take the PSAT on
Wednesday, October 16th. Jun-
iors are signed up automatically
and Sophomores can sign up in
the office. For additional infor-
mation on this, turn to page 2.
